EXHIBIT INFORMATION, RULES, REGULATIONS, and CONTRACT

MANAGEMENT:  The Conference and Exhibition will be conducted under the direction of the JOINT PLANNING COMMITTEE OF THE SUBCOMMITTEES ON SEDIMENTATION and HYDROLOGY OF THE ADVISORY COMMITTEE ON WATER INFORMATION.  For convenience in this document, the above-mentioned Planning Committee will be referred to as "the Committee".

The Committee believes that each exhibitor has the responsibility to be a good neighbor and has adopted the following rules and regulations for the benefit, comfort, and convenience of all exhibitors.

Complete Information as to moving-in time and display set-up time will be sent to each exhibitor well in advance of the Conference and Exhibit.  The following general procedures will govern however.

The Committee makes every effort to promote and attract qualified attendees; however, it cannot be responsible for the quality or number of attendees.  The Exhibit Director, named by the Committee, shall be the interpreter of the requirements, rules, and regulations for the exhibition and his decision shall be final.  The Committee reserves the sole and exclusive right to amend, modify, or change, from time to time, the rules and regulations of the exhibit and, upon reasonable notice to the exhibitor; the exhibitor agrees to comply with such amendments, modifications or changes as if fully and originally written herein.

1.  ELIGIBILITY:  Exhibit privileges are extended to any and all organizations and firms manufacturing, representing, or supplying water-related equipment, data, or services to any segment of the water resources, water supply, or water conservation industry.  Here water is defined to include the fluid and all material dissolved, suspended in, or transported by the fluid.  Preference for exhibitors, however, will be given to exhibitors that are directly related to sedimentation, hydrologic modeling, and the theme of the conference.  

2.  REGISTRATION:  Individuals who wish to enter the exposition area are required to wear badges.  For each booth rented, the exhibitor will be allowed one complete registration at no charge.  Normal conference registration fees will apply for any additional persons wishing to work in the booth.  

All exhibitors, other than the complementary registration that goes with the booth, must register for the conference by the early cutoff date of May 31, 2010 to be eligible for the early registration discount.  Exhibitors are requested to assist the Committee by advising all visitors that they must register and obtain a badge before entering the exhibit area.

3.  EXHIBIT BOOTH FEES:  Exhibit booth rental assignment will be made after January 1, 2010.  Exhibit booths are $850 each.  The proposed booth arrangement is shown on “Proposed Exhibit Hall set up,” which can be found on the Conference website (www.jfic.us). Exhibitors should indicate their booth preferences by listing them on the Exhibit Booth Request form in the Exhibitors Information and Reservation Form.  Requests for booths received prior to January 1, 2010 will be treated equally. Booth space will be assigned on a first-come first-served basis after January 1, 2010.  Preference regarding location will be given to exhibitors requesting multiple booths.  The Exhibit Director will make final decisions of booth assignments.  The Committee reserves the right to reassign space if necessary and in the best interest of the Conference. In order to completely reserve a booth, full payment must be made.  
4.  EXHIBIT DISPLAY:  The Committee reserves the right to restrict any exhibit which, because of noise or any other reason, becomes objectionable.  Crepe paper decorations are not permitted.  All decorating material must be flame proofed.  No signs, equipment, or other articles may be attached to walls or doors, and no attachments of any kind may be made to the floor or any part of the building.  Displays using water must arrange waterproof protection.  

All booth arrangements shall conform in all respects to the dimensional and height requirements as indicated in the space diagram of the Exhibitors Announcement.  Each booth space includes a draped background 8 feet high with side rails 36" in height, one draped table, two chairs, one wastebasket, and a two-line booth I.D. sign.  Eight-foot high display sidewalls may be extended not more than 4 feet from the rear wall of the booth toward the front.  From that point to the total 10-foot limit they must not be higher than 42 inches above the floor.  Any exhibitor using side wings must cover any part of the side wings facing the booth next to them.  Peninsular displays shall be designed in such a manner so as not to interfere with the sightlines of adjacent and neighboring booths.  No exhibitor shall install any floodlight fixtures which may cause the light coming from it to shine in other exhibits or in the eyes of guests, or that is objectionable to other exhibitors.  The Exhibit Director reserves the right to remove such objectionable fixtures.  The use of power hand tools on the exhibit hall floor during show hours is prohibited.

The Charter of exhibits shall be subject to the approval of the Committee.  The right is reserved to refuse the application of concerns not meeting the standards required or expected, as well as the right to curtail or to close exhibits or parts of exhibits that reflect unfavorably on the character of the Conference and/or its sponsoring agencies.

The Committee shall provide for cleaning of the aisles once daily, but exhibitors shall, at their own expense, keep their spaces and carpeting clean, their exhibits dusted, and in good order.  

Each exhibit shall be manned by a company representative substantially all of the time during exhibit hours.  Assigned exhibit space shall be kept neat and orderly.  All booth attendants shall be dressed modestly and in good taste.  

Any sound tracks or audio presentations shall be at a low pitch so as not to bother nearby exhibitors.  Any form of attention-getting device or presentation shall be terminated when crowds jam aisles or infringe upon other exhibitors' displays.  

No alcoholic beverages, except those provided by the Committee and the Riviera Hotel, will be allowed on the exhibit floor.

The setup of exhibits shall commence at the time designated by the Committee (tentatively set for noon June 27) and must be completed by 4:30 p.m. on Sunday, June 27, 2010.  In the event of delay in setting up a display, it shall be necessary that exposed crates and/or parcels be removed from the exhibit space (at the expense of the exhibitor) until closing of the exhibit hall for that day (they may be returned for setup after closing hours).  No exhibitor shall have the right prior to the closing of the show to pack, remove, or ship articles on exhibit without the permission and approval from the Exhibit Director.  No early dismantling of exhibits will be allowed.  Dismantling may be done between 3:30 p.m. - 7:00 p.m. on Tuesday, June 29, 2010 and must be completed by 7:00 p.m. on Tuesday, June 29, 2010.

6.  LIABILITY AND INSURANCE:  Neither the Committee, nor its service contractor, nor the Riviera Hotel will be held responsible for the safety of exhibits or the exhibitor's employees.  If insurance is desired, it must be purchased by the exhibitor and at the exhibitor's expense.  The Committee shall not be held liable for any damage done to the Riviera Hotel or any property or material on or near the exhibit site that may be caused by any exhibitor or their representatives.  

Exhibitors expressly agree that the Committee, its supporting agencies, its employees, agents, The Riviera Hotel, the service contractor, successors and assigns shall not be liable for any damage or loss from any cause whatsoever, to include negligence, arising out of destruction of an exhibit or the property of an exhibitor, all claims for such damage, loss, or injury being expressly waived by the exhibitor.  In the event the exhibit site is destroyed by fire or the elements, or other cause, or in the event any circumstances, e.g. strikes, etc., making it impossible for the Committee to permit exhibitors to occupy the exhibit site, the exhibitor expressly agrees that the Committee, its supporting agencies, its employees, agents, the Riviera Hotel, the service contractor, successor and assigns shall not be liable for any damage, loss, or injury arising out of the same, all claims for any such damage being expressly waived by the exhibitor.  

In the event the exposition is not held as proposed, the exhibitor shall receive a refund of any amounts paid on exhibit space, less reasonable deduction for overhead expenses.  Any distribution of monies paid to the Committee for booth space, etc. shall be distributed at the sole discretion of the Committee, whose decision is final.

In the interest of safety, continuity, and security, it is understood that GES Exposition Services, will be the exclusive contractor for drayage, rigging, electrical, plumbing, and custom cleaning.

Exhibitor Appointed Contractors: If an individual exhibitor, however, chooses to utilize its own contractor (“EAC”) to provide any of the non-exclusive services that GES may otherwise perform under this Agreement, Client authorizes GES to enforce the mutually agreed upon policy to prohibit any EAC from working at any Show unless the exhibitor seeking to use the EAC delivers to GES at least 10 days prior to the Show move-in date (i) a written statement setting forth the identity and intended use of the EAC, and (ii) the EAC provides evidence of insurance as required by this provision. Such evidence shall be in the form of a current Certificate of Insurance evidencing that EAC has in place the minimum insurance coverage as follows: 

(1) Workers Compensation insurance in the minimum amount as required by state law. (2) automobile liability insurance in a minimum amount of $2 million dollars covering all owned, hired and non-owned vehicles, and (3) commercial general liability insurance in a minimum amount of $2 million dollars. Additionally such certificate shall name GES Exposition Services, Inc and the Client as an additional insured on the EAC’s policies, excluding workers’ compensation insurance.
Exhibitor shall honor the contractual agreements between the Riviera Hotel, local union groups and/or exclusive contractors.

Watchman will be on duty during all the hours the exhibit is not open.  During closed hours, an exhibitor must present proper identification and credentials to watchman to gain entry to the exhibit area.  Written approval must be obtained for the Exhibit Director or his designee and presented to the watchman in order to remove any thing from the exhibit hall at any time.

7. EXHIBIT LABOR 
All work involved in the erection, touch-up painting, dismantling, and repair of all exhibits -- when this work is done by persons other than your full-time company personnel – will fall under union jurisdiction. This work is to include wall coverings, floor coverings, pipe and drape, painting, hanging of signs and/or decorative materials from the ceiling, placement of all signs, and the erection of platforms used for exhibit purposes. 

This does not apply to the unpacking and placement of merchandise. 

Any full-time company personnel involved should be prepared to produce some type of company identification when engaged in these activities.

Freight Handling 
All work involved in the loading and unloading of all trucks, trailers and common and contract carriers, as well as the handling of empty crates and the operation of material handling equipment, is under union jurisdiction. The union also has the jurisdiction of the unloading, uncrating, unskidding, leveling, painting and assembly of machinery and equipment, as well as the reverse process. 

Full-time employees of exhibiting companies may ‘hand carry’ material provided they do not use material handling equipment. When exhibitors do choose to ‘hand carry’ material, they may not be permitted access to the loading dock/freight door areas. GES Exposition Services will not be responsible for any material we do not handle. 

All exhibitors are expected to comply with any union requirements in effect and as outlined in the “SHOW SITE WORK RULES” section of the Exhibitor kit. 

Gratuities 

Our work rules prohibit the SOLICITATION OR ACCEPTANCE of tips in cash, product or gifts in kind by any employee (union or non-union). Our employees are paid appropriate wages denoting professional status, therefore tipping of any kind is not allowed.

	Union 
	Responsibilities 

	Electricians 
	Responsible for assembly, installation and dismantle of anything that uses electricity as a source of power. This includes electrical wiring, hook-ups, interconnections, etc. 

	Teamsters 
	Responsibility of receiving and handling all exhibit materials and empty crates at the docks. It is their responsibility to manage docks and schedule vehicles for the smooth and efficient move-in and move-out of the exhibition. 

Handle the uncrating, unloading machinery and freight from skids, and the reverse. Handle the uncrating of exhibits and display materials, installation and dismantle of exhibits including cabinets, fixtures, shelving units, furniture, etc., laying of floor tile and carpet and re-crating of exhibits and machinery. Also handle the installation and dismantling of scaffolding, bleachers and the ganging of chairs. Hanging of all non-electrical signs, drape and cloth installation and tacked fabric panels. 

	IATSE 
	Perform work related to stage productions including sound, lighting, overhead trusses with lighting, sound systems, video walls, or special effects equipment. 

	Plumbers 
	Handle all plumbing works such as compressed air, water drains or natural gas. 


8.  ELECTRICAL CURRENT:  Electrical current is available in the exhibit area.  An order for electrical service will be sent to you after you reserve space.  Complete the form in advance and return it to the service contractor in order to avoid unnecessary delay and inconvenience at the exposition.

9.  SHIPMENT OF FREIGHT:  The exhibitor agrees to ship and store their exhibit materials at their own risk and expense.  A rate sheet, shipping instructions, and address will be in the service kit sent to each exhibitor 90 days prior to the Conference.  All freight charges must be prepaid.  Booth numbers and "2nd Joint Federal Interagency Conference" must be included on shipping labels.  

10.  FURNITURE AND DECORATIONS:  Upon execution of the booth space contract (but not more than 90 days prior to the Conference) each exhibitor will be sent a service kit containing copies of rental order forms for furnishings and equipment.  Arrangements must be made through the official service contractor, GES Exposition Services, Inc. (except as noted in 6 above).  

11.  SERVICES:  Electricians and all booth workers necessary in the unpacking, and erection of displays, as well as dismantling and packing will be furnished at the prevailing rates by the official convention service contractor.  It is suggested that arrangements be made in advance with GES Exposition Services office.  All erection and dismantling of exhibits must be preformed by personnel from jurisdictions deemed appropriate.  

12.  SLEEPING ROOMS AND HOSPITALITY SUITES:  Reservations for sleeping rooms will be the responsibility of each exhibitor.  A special conference room rate has been established with the Riviera Hotel. All reservations for sleeping rooms and suites must be made directly with the Riviera Hotel. Hotel reservation information and sleep room rates will be provided on the JFIC web site www.jfic.us.

14.  CANCELLATION:  Written notice of booth cancellations received by the Committee on or before April 5, 2010 will qualify an exhibitor for full refund of booth space monies paid to date, less $25 handling fees.  A service charge of $200 per booth space will be charged on cancellations made after April 5, 2010.  No refund will be made for cancellations made after midnight EDT June 24, 2010.
