Guidelines
Monday Evening (June 28, 2010) Student Poster Session in the Exhibit Hall
1. You will be allowed to begin setting up at noon on Monday, and must be completed prior to the session opening.  The formal session will begin at 5:15 pm. (Note: posters will be available for viewing during the afternoon break from 3 -3:30 pm but the authors will be required to be at there posters only during the formal poster session.)  
2. The formal session will end at 6:45 pm and you must have all of your material removed by 7:15 pm.

3. You will be provided a 4 ft. tall by 8 ft. wide poster board that will accept push pins and or Velcro for attaching your material.  The bottom of the board will be approximately 3 feet above the floor.
4. You must supply all of your own materials and attachment devices.

5. There will be no tables.

6. There will be no electricity.

7. There will be no internet access.  Also, wireless internet is problematic and mostly non-existent in the room which we will be using.

8. There will be no chairs.
9. There will be light refreshments during the formal poster session, in conjunction with the exhibitor’s reception.

Wednesday (June 30, 2010) Evening Poster Session in Grande Ballroom F
1. You will be allowed to begin setting up at noon, and must be completed prior to the session opening.  The session will begin at 4:30 pm.  
2. The formal session will end at 9:00 pm and you must have all of your material removed by 9:30 pm.

3. You will be provided a 4 ft. by 8 ft. poster board that will accept push pins and or Velcro for attaching your material.  The bottom of the board will be approximately 3 feet above the floor.
4. You must supply all of your own materials and attachment devices.

3. At each demonstration station there will be a 4 ft. by 8 ft. poster board that will accept push pins and or Velcro for attaching your material.  The bottom of the board will be approximately 3 feet above the floor, at the top of the table.
4. You must supply all of your own materials and attachment devices.

5. There will be a full size (3 ft. by 5 ft.) table in front of each poster board.

6. There will be two power outlets at each demonstration station.

7. If you would like to have internet hook up, you will need to rent that service on your own.  Contact Tim Randle if you are interested in internet access and he can provide you with contact information. 
8. There will be 2 chairs at each demonstration station.
